A WORD FROM PASTOR MARK

Some of the things we do at Grace may seem strange. You may
wonder what those things have to do with church or faith? Things like —
a wilderness trip, a relationship with a Baptist church in Milwaukee and
a parish in South Africa, ecumenical relations, Grace’s push for working
with the other churches in town and with Kinship, TAIV, Salvation
Army, Food Pantry, Christmas with Friends, and all those milestone
ministries and celebrations in worship.

These activities at Grace are a direct challenge to
today’s accepted life:

“Community” is in deep trouble today. Families are often scat-
tered in different communities, states, or even continents. Communica-
tion is often via cell phone and FaceBook, and less eyeball-to-eyeball.
Children grow up attached to video games and detached from the out-
doors. Someone can be walking beside us and say “hello,” but they are
actually talking to someone miles away and do not even see us. In place
of the church as the center of community, where people gather, around
which they center their home and their children, and to which people
look for meaning, purpose and guidance in life — today it is organized
sports, arts, music, water parks, Disney World, etc. Those are where
people gather, take their children, and is first priority for life.

These activities are all about community!
The goal is not to be baptized — we must live baptized.
Faith is not knowing about Jesus — we are called to be the Body of
Christ. Being baptized in God’s name is a call to true life with real and
eternal hope, peace, joy, and love:

e In the name of Father = we are to live connected and in

care for all people and all creation!

¢ In the name of Jesus = our goal and motivation is NOT

“LIKE” — to do what we like, and relate with those like us,
and whom we like. But we are to LOVE - to be a servant, car-
ing about those who hate us, and loving as Jesus loves (and
claiming and using the name of Jesus in our loving and for-
giving)!

church activities — but to the busyness of organized sports, arts, music, water parks, Disney World, video games
and all the activities that separate and remove us from interacting as family and from play, creation and conver-
sation.

Lekubu and Greater Galilee? Again, not just another thing to do. It is an invitation and call to do what we
believe — to be the holy, catholic and apostolic church, the communion of saints. Faith is not just believing in a
God; it must include living that faith, as the church, in all the world, in witness to the world, and the greatest wit-
ness is our unity in the name of Jesus across ethnic, culture, language, economic, and government differences.

Kinship, TAIV, Salvation Army, Food Pantry, Christmas with Friends, Neighbors in Need? Those are not
feel-good things to do as we have time. God has declared we are loved, belong, and are accepted! God revealed
that in Jesus becoming human, born in a barn, crucified on a cross. Then surely we are to love, include, and ac-
cept all people and especially those most questioning and in need of love, belonging and acceptance in our imme-
diate community.

Community is our Destiny

The purpose of the church is not to get people to believe certain things. The end goal is to be community.
It is to be “God with us” for one another and with one another in every struggle and circumstance in life. Church
is not a place. Church is when we care, call and remind one another that we are loved, belong, are forgiven and
accepted — eternally — in God’s Holy name.

Milestone Ministry — 2010 emphasis
The church’s institutional demands and our own personal busyness and misplaced priorities get in the
way and we miss out on the depth and meaning of God’s Good News. The “Milestone Ministries” are specific
times when Grace helps individuals and families re-establish this connection and richness of faith for our lives.

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Via de Cristo Weekend — March 17-20

The spring Via de Cristo weekend will be at Camp Forest Springs north of Medford on March 17-20, be-
ginning Thursday evening and ending after noon on Sunday. Both Men’s and Women’s events will be at the same
time as the camp is large and entirely reserved for Via de Cristo. Applications are due by February 5, 2011
(applications received later will be accepted as room is available) . Inquire at the church office, from those who
have attended a VDC weekend, or pick up a form from the Welcome Center. Each person attending will have a
sponsor who has attended previously to take them to the opening event.

What to Expect on a Via de Cristo Weekend

This weekend is not intended to be a conversion experience, but is for Christian growth by active, bap-
tized members of a Christian congregation.

The weekend is NOT a “retreat.” It is an encounter with Christ experienced in community with other
people.

Because the weekend is held at a camp, you need to bring your own sleeping bag or bedding. Each
cabin has its own showers, restroom and sleeping accommodations which will be shared by 4-8 per-
sons

For those married, like many other things in marriage, it s best if experienced by both partners.
Though the programs will be separate, husbands and wives are encouraged, if possible, to both attend
this weekend.

Weekenders should plan on staying for the complete weekend.

All worship services and singing are accompanied by guitars.

Each day on the weekend, Eucharist is celebrated.

Weekenders with concerns about the weekend are encouraged to talk with their pastors.

Persons who have experienced recent trauma (death, divorce, marital problems, job loss, etc.) should
consult with their pastor before applying.

The weekend schedule for eating and rest can be irregular, but some accommodations can be made if
special needs exist and are known.

Church Records

Do you ever wonder why and what records churches keep? This is an important part of our ministry at
Grace that goes on behind the scenes. It is the reason that the Church Council officially acts on receiving, releas-
ing, and transferring members. Following is the information we value and seek to have from everyone involved in
our life at Grace:

Current mailing address, phone number, and email address in order to contact people;

Birth date, marriage, children and baptism-confirmation information in order to track general demo-
graphics about Grace and to target specific messages/invitations to people;

Contribution records (audited annually) which we distribute back to you and which are official IRS
information for charitable giving deductions.

Communion records — those cards you hand in when going to Communion — to track and encourage
your spiritual life and growth.
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/‘ E Moses, the mighty leader
willy,— 9 who turned his back on a position
ﬁ of power in order to live among his
own people, had died at the age of
120, with his eyesight still keen
and his strength unwavering (Deuteronomy 34:7). It
was a time of mourning, but God raised up another
leader, Joshua, and God did mighty works through
him, too, to affirm his leadership and cause the people
to follow him and obey him with the same loyalty they
had had for Moses (Joshua 1:16-18).

Everyone dies (Well, almost everyone!), and so
did Joshua. In fact, before long, “that whole genera-
tion had been gathered to their fathers, [and] another
generation grew up, who knew neither the Lord nor
what he had done for Israel. Then the Israelites did
evil in the eyes of the Lord...” (Judges 2:10-11).

“What happened?” we think. “How could this
happen?” we wonder. So begin again many years of
cycle after cycle of Israelite rebellion, judgment and
discipline from the Lord, repentance on the part of the
chosen people, forgiveness and rest from a forgiving
God, and then the cycle beginning again.

This isn’t just a story in the Bible placed there
so we can shake our heads and point our fingers in
judgment. We remember Paul writing, “All Scripture
is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking,
correcting and training in righteousness, so that the
man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every
good work” (2 Timothy 3:16-17).

How important it is that we are good stewards
of the Gospel! The prophet wrote, “My people are de-
stroyed from lack of knowledge” (Hosea 4:6). Par-
ents, grandparents, and godparents must be diligent
to teach the Word of God to their children lest they
grow up not knowing the Lord or what He has done
for us (Judges 2:10). All Christians must see the ur-
gency of spreading the Gospel—to the next-door
neighbor, to the clerk in the store, to the friends on the
Christmas card list, to those in far off lands—lest they
be lost because they had no knowledge of the Lord
(Hosea 4:6).

There’s something about a new year that moti-
vates us to begin again. Of all the projects you plan to
begin again, of all the efforts at self-improvement that
you plan to begin again, let it be uppermost on your
agenda to begin again to a be a zealous steward of the
Gospel.

ABSENT: Dixie Erickson, Jean Huntoon
Council President Steve Heikkinen opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. and distributed agendas.

Carly shared a devotion from the advent devotions booklet that asked how many times we as believers
are distracted or simply out of tune to what our gracious loving Father may have for us, times of refresh-
ing and strengthening, and we miss it through the daily distractions of life.

Recognition of God at work at Grace was noted in the Sunday School’s reverse offering, titled USS Give-
away, where Sunday School children are using $10 given to each of them (through two anonymous do-
nations) to share with those in need and show God’s love. We have seen God at work through our Sun-
day School leadership, with their many spirit-led ideas and activities including worshipping with the
Sunday School children and their families at a recent 10:45 service. Personally, Linda Cole recognized
God at work in her brother’s recent surgery and Sam Bourassa acknowledged God’s presence in the re-
cent birth of their baby daughter.

A motion was made and seconded by Sherry Clements/Linda Cole to approve the minutes of the No-
vember 11 Council meeting as written and distributed. Motion carried.

In the Treasurer’s report, Pam noted that contributions to our General Fund are ~$6,000 (2%) lower
than last year and giving to the Building Fund is down ~$5,400 (7.5%). Due to the budget payment plan
we are on for our utilities, there was no utility payment due in November. She reported that under Pas-
tor Mark’s guidance, the $267.85 in the Sabbatical Fund was transferred to the Lekubu Companion
Fund. A ministry description has been prepared for the Financial Secretary position and will be for-
warded to Council members for review. A motion was made and seconded by Carly Wahl/Lynn Brown
to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried.

As Pastor Rebecca was delayed at a visitation, council reviewed her written report. She noted concern
for the potential remaining life of the office copy machine. She will take vacation December 10-14, De-
cember 26-28, and December 31, 2010.

From his report, Pastor Mark highlighted Day Camp which will be addressed under New Business.

Both pastors expressed regret that, due to dangerous weather conditions, attendance at the Thanksgiv-
ing Eve service was very sparse. Offering at this service was $780 and will again be used for the TES
Milk Fund. This need continues to be great, with 74 children needing assistance for the $72 annual cost
of snack-time milk. .

Under Old Business, Pastor Mark reported that he spoke with pastors at an Amherst church about the
Mongolian woman and her son as presented by Paul Hesse at Council’s October meeting. They are
aware of a Mongolian community in the Stevens Point area and are excited about the potential arrival of
this woman and her son.
The Personnel Committee revised a ministry description for the Youth Coordinator position and sent it
to Council for approval. Since Margie and the pastors are suggesting a significant change in the respon-
sibilities of this position (administrative tasks would be handled by this paid position, while parents will

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assist with actual events), the Personnel Committee is recommending the revised position be filled on a
6-month interim basis. At the end of this time, the position would be reevaluated to see if the responsi-
bilities adequately meet the needs of our youth ministry. A motion was made and seconded by Al Over-
haug/Patti Gaedtke to approve the hiring of an Interim Youth Ministry Facilitator/Assistant with the
ministry description to be modified to state Personnel and Church Council will review this job descrip-
tion and other staffing needs after six months. Motion carried. With several upcoming pressing needs,
an announcement of this opening will be made immediately.

Along with discussion of the Youth Coordinator position, Steve notified the council that Nona Arthur
wishes to be removed from the payroll as of December 31, 2010. She will continue to volunteer to help
in the office as she is able. The council offers sincere thanks for the many dedicated years of service
Nona has offered to Grace. Steve will contact the Personnel Committee to review staffing needs in light
of Nona’s decision.

In an effort to ensure that all Council members’ binders contain the current policies of Grace Lutheran
Church, Council briefly reviewed the names of the policies in place. Sherry will compile a list of all poli-
cies and work to get all policies in each member’s binder.

Under New Business, Pam reported that the Mission Investment Fund (that holds our mortgage) has
lowered its interest rate significantly. Coupled with the opportunity that local financial institutions may
be willing to consider a loan to Grace, Council felt this issue should be investigated. A motion was made
and seconded by Steve Heikkinen/Linda Cole to approve the formation of a task force to study refinanc-
ing of our mortgage and make recommendations to the Council. Motion carried. NOTE: Dick Huntoon,
Art Osero, and Al Overhaug will serve on this task force.

Pastor Mark highlighted points from a recent meeting with Paula Norman, who is willing to be the coor-
dinator for Day Camp/Vacation Bible School, that will improve the preparation for the program. Sev-
eral possible reasons for this year’s low attendance were explored, including the $25 suggested fee that
is requested. Pastor asked for Council approval to commit Grace to using Crossways Camp staff for the
2011 Day Camp. A motion was made and seconded by Patti Gaedtke/Lynn Brown to reserve the date for
the Crossways Camp staff to lead our Day Camp on July 17-22, 2011.

Al reported that the Nominating Committee met and came up with a procedure to look for candidates
for Council for the next three-year term. The committee will invite anyone interested in serving on
Church Council to an informational meeting on January 2, 2011. Al asked members to refer anyone ex-
pressing interest in serving on Council to contact a Nominating Committee member: Leon Christiansen,
Sherry Clements, Dan Salewske, or Al Overhaug.

Pam led the council through a detailed review of the proposed 2011 budget as drafted by the Executive
Committee. Pending results of the Mortgage Task Force, the budget may be amended. It will be pre-
sented for Council approval at the January meeting.

Under Liaison Reports, Linda presented four recommendations from Pastor Mark’s Mutual Ministry
Committee. The committee presented these points: 1) encourages all Council members to remain active
in various ministries to demonstrate their support; 2) suggests that a constitutional committee be ap-
pointed to bring the constitution of Grace up to present day standards of the ELCA and to consider
change to the terms of Council members to provide the opportunity for members to serve for subse-
quent three year terms, if they desire to seek reelection; 3) reminds the executive committee of the need
to perform personnel reviews of the pastoral staff; 4) recommends to the Council that pastors be al-
lowed to leave town on weekends when they are not preaching in order to visit family or to broaden ho-
rizons.

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The Council response included: 1) acknowledgement of the first point; 2) possible inclusion of the sec-
ond item as a discussion item at the annual meeting; 3) inclusion of the pastoral reviews on the newly-
created Council calendar so they will not be missed in the future as stated in the third point; and 4) ex-
planation of what has been previously discussed with regard to the fourth point. Pastor Rebecca’s Mu-
tual Ministry Committee had presented a request earlier this year to bring clarity to the Pastor’s roles
while not presiding and/or preaching on a specific weekend.

After meeting with Pastor Joy Mortensen-Wiebe and Bishop Jim Justman where it was recommended
that each two-pastor congregation set their expectations based on the congregation’s mission, the Ex-
ecutive Committee discussed that Grace’s mission currently values the importance of relationships.
They affirmed the model that the non-presiding pastor be in relationship with parishioners when possi-
ble, with presence being particularly important during the school year when there is scheduled congre-
gational programming. With this emphasis it was also recognized that there could be occasional times
when the presence of the non-presiding pastor may not be required and, as coordinated with the presid-
ing pastor, he/she may be out of town.

Patti reported that the Sunday School Christmas service will be at the 10:45 service on December 19.
She reported that the SSS Giveaway program is going very well and cited some examples of how the
children have chosen to use their Giveaway money to help others. They will report on their efforts at the
Christmas program.

From the Worship Committee, Sherry presented an issue from the Altar Guild regarding frequency of
communion. The Council recognized the concerns presented about the process to arrive at the decision
for weekly communion and also the additional support required. Realizing these issues, the Council ex-
pressed support to continue with communion at all services in order to remember and recreate the last
supper whenever we gather in worship as God’s people. Sherry also reported that the Worship Commit-
tee has given support to the Altar Guild request to use individual cups for communion on the first week-
end of the month and intinction at all other services. Per Pastor Mark, we will continue to offer both
kneeling and continuous communion opportunities, and also to alternate between congregational sing-
ing and soft music played during communion.

Steve’s Leadership segment summarized all seven points from Stephen Covey’s The 7 Habits of Highly
Effective People. He concluded by recalling how impressed he was at Pastor Mark’s recent presentation
on South Africa with the deep faith of the people there. He noted how he realized that their faith is so
deep because they don’t have the distractions and temptations we have in America, and how we need to
shed ourselves of these distractions and temptations that hold us back from developing a deep faith.

A motion was made and seconded by Al Overhaug/Patti Gaedtke to adjourn. Motion carried. The meet-
ing adjourned at 9:40 p.m. with the Lord’s Prayer.
