ALSO PRESENT: Pam Kopp, Treasurer; Pastor Rebecca Peters

President Steve Heikkinen called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m., and Judy presented devotions, recognizing,
even in the presence of the spring floods, farmers’ dependence on God for the weather that leads to providing
food for us all. Reminding us that nature’s bounty exists by the will of God, she closed with a prayer of thanksgiv-
ing.

Incidents in which God’s presence has been recognized in the life of the Grace congregation included Mark
Gaedtke’s sermon on Saturday, May 7; the unusually large group attending the recent Quake (seventeen youth
and five adults for a total of 22); the recent homebound worship service; and the remarkable number of Grace
Lutheran youth among recent inductees into the National Honor Society.

A motion was made and seconded by Dixie Erickson/Patti Gaedtke to approve the minutes of the April 14, 2011
Council meeting. Motion carried.

Treasurer Pam Kopp reported that the Grace congregation’s response via special offering to Pastor Chuck Flue-
gel’s needs for his DR Congo mission was $1,836. Along with the money from the Church Ladies Diner, the fee
paid Pastor Fluegel for conducting the Council retreat program, and the $200 from Grace’s Sunday School,
Grace’s contribution to Pastor Fluegel's mission totaled just over $4,200. Pam asked Council to determine which
fund to use for the expenses incurred by the recent Greater Galilee trip. It was moved and seconded by Patti
Gaedtke/Judy Juedes to take this amount ($385.66) from the Undesignated category of Restricted Funds. Mo-
tion carried. Pam urged committees to remember to be in touch with her if and when they have incoming money.
Concerning the recent purchase by Aesthetics (at the request of Dar Anderson) of larger waste baskets for the two
main rest rooms, payment will be made from the Building and Grounds budget. Caution was urged to first obtain
permission from the funding committee for this type of incidental purchase. A motion was made and seconded
by Patti Gaedtke/Carly Wahl to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried.

Under Old Business, it was reported that expenses for the Easter Breakfast totaled $215.55. Table offerings were
$281. It was moved and seconded by John Kromm/Carly Wahl to contribute this difference to the fund for new
Fellowship Hall tables.

Also under Old Business, Patti Gaedtke asked to table the Lutheran Magazine project for the present time. In-
stead, she asked Council to discuss approval of the Crossways program for Day Camp at Grace again this year,
and, thus, the issue of whether or not to charge the $25.00 fee for children to attend. Publicity will need to begin
by the end of May. There were some questions concerning 1)whether or not attendance would be affected by the
fee; 2) should the fee be per child or per family; 3) the fact that other churches in the area do not charge a fee.
However, because of the cost involved with bringing in trained, professional personnel and programming from
Crossways, the $25.00 fee (the same as last year) seemed, according to Council, to be realistic, and consensus was
to repeat it at least for this year.

Pastor Rebecca began her report with enthusiasm for the recent 2011 Youth Quake at Wisconsin Dells, mention-
ing specifically an excellent speaker whom she hopes to bring to Grace some time in the future. She extended
special thanks to Lisa Elliott and Erin Story for their efforts and planning for the weekend.

Pastor said that three weeks of Confirmation classes remain. The Rite of Confirmation will take place Sunday,
October 16, at the 10:45 worship service.

She announced that new members will be received at the 8:00 a.m. worship service on May 29, and that Summer
Outdoor Worship will begin with the 10:00 a.m. service, also on May 29, at Schaefer’s Wharf.

Evangelism is taking care of the preliminary preparations for a new Church Directory within the coming year.
Dates and details will be announced as soon as they are available.

Pastor mentioned meeting with the Stewardship Committee and is looking forward to the Ministry and Service
Fair being planned for the fall stewardship campaign.

Pastor Rebecca distributed copies of the Grace Lutheran Church Wedding Agreement that has undergone some
minor revisions, asking that Council review it so that it can be implemented as soon as possible. It has been ap-
proved by Debbie Hetzel, Dar Anderson, and the new Wedding Coordinator, Kay Jensen, and her assistant, Mary
Wessel. The new policy contains some content clarification and minor changes in fees.

Pastor closed by announcing that, on behalf of Pastor Ziemer and the Grace congregation, she will attend the
wedding of Mike Schmit and Kelli Wilder in Muscatine, Iowa the weekend of May 27-29.

Because he was attending (and serving as a workshop leader) the Ubuntu event at Pine Lake, Pastor Ziemer was
unable to attend the Council meeting. His written report was distributed, in which he recognized Bill Sparr, Deb
Overhaug, Jen Beaumier, Mark Von Schrader and many other parents for their leadership and help with the After
School program that ended May 4.

The first planning meeting for the upcoming Day Camp is Monday, May 16; Paula Norman will serve as coordina-
tor.

He again highlighted Confirmation Camp June 19-24; the Wilderness Trip July 23-31; and called special attention
to the variety of camping events available during the summer. He asked Council to consider scheduling a tour/
cook-out/campfire afternoon or evening at Waypost, emphasizing the importance and appeal of the Crossways’
resources and the necessity for congregational use, involvement, and support.

Pastor Mark called attention to the Long Range Planning Committee’s emphasis this year on “compelling Service
and Fellowship.” The committee is looking for ways to increase people’s awareness, use, and support of, as well
as involvement in the Salvation Army, the Food Pantry, Kinship, TAIV, Neighbors in Need, and Grace House.

He closed his report by noting that the Youth and Family Task Force is working on a handbook that will explain
the six relationships, five principles, four keys, and three characteristics of adults needed in order to build faith.
The handbook will also explain Grace’s Milestone Ministry.

Under New Business, Steve read aloud through the job description for Treasurer as approved by the Personnel
Committee, indicating the minor changes made therein, e.g., ability to maintain confidentiality, and the manage-
ment of the Youth Account. The position will be posted internally at first. Then, if not successful, it will be posted
outside the church. Pastor Ziemer and Pam Kopp will serve on the Interview Committee. Steve asked for two
members of Council to also serve. John Kromm and Sheila Marquardt volunteered. The Personnel Committee
will be responsible for determining salary. It was moved and seconded by Linda Cole/Carly Wahl to approve, as
described above, the job description, interview committee, and internal posting for the position of Grace Luther-
an Treasurer. Motion carried.

Following recommendation by the Personnel Committee, it was moved and seconded by Jean Huntoon/Pattie
Gaedtke to extend Pastor Mark Ziemer’s vacation weeks from four to five per year. Motion carried.

Under Committee Liaison reports, Sam described preliminary plans by Stewardship for the Ministry and Service
Fair planned for October 2. Ministry booths will be set up for all three services that weekend. Discussion fol-
lowed concerning format; the most visible and advantageous location for the booths, i.e., in the gathering area or
the Fellowship Hall; whether or not to include food, etc. Jane Schuller has agreed to serve as coordinator for the
event.

At the suggestion of a member of the congregation, Jean proposed the distribution, along with the worship bulle-
tins on the weekend new members are received, of a flyer or folder containing pictures of the new members and

their addresses. She pointed out that because of the location of the bulletin board, few people actually see new
members’ pictures there. This method should improve the integration of new members and was well received by
Council. The example Jean furnished was given to Sheila for Evangelism.

Patti announced that the Sunday School has decided to use the Spark curriculum that follows the lectionary. The
year’s schedule will include three family service projects and encourage families to go to church together. Chil-
dren will be made aware of their own Milestones. A goal is to get the children up into the sanctuary at least twice
during the year so that the congregation can see them.

Patti also reported on the Sunday School projects, Bucks for Chicks and Nickels for Nets, the first benefiting the
ELCA World Hunger Good Gifts for “God’s Global Barnyard” ($60.00), and the second to help prevent malaria
via Pastor Fluegel’s Congo mission (also $60.00), which, added to the $140 from the Giveaway project at Christ-
mas, totaled $200 from Grace’s Sunday School.

It was announced that the Baccalaureate service and dinner is scheduled for May 22.

As liaison to the Stewardship Committee, Sam sought Council approval to initiate an online giving link to the
Grace Lutheran web site. This link will connect with the company (Vanco Services) that operates the Simply Giv-
ing program already in place here at Grace. This will allow individuals to set up their own periodic or one-time
donations on a secure online giving platform. In addition to automatic deductions from a checking or savings ac-
count (as currently available through the Simply Giving Program) debit and credit card payments can also be
made on this site. A motion was made and seconded by Linda Cole/Patti Gaedtke to approve the set-up of this
link to the Grace web site. Motion carried.

Pam reported that the Dial Down the Debt program realized over $4,000 in two weeks.

Steve led a discussion of the questions at the end of Chapter Two — “First, Listen” — of Beyond Maintenance to
Mission, and assigned Chapter Three for the next meeting.

A motion was made and seconded by Sheila Marquardt/Dixie Erickson to adjourn. Motion carried.
The meeting closed at 9:00 p.m. with the Lord’s Prayer.

What you need:

* Tissue paper (red, yellow,
orange), torn into squares

* Plastic transparency

* Craft glue

* Paintbrush

* Construction paper

+ Black marker

* Wire hanger

* White copy paper

* Scissors

s Pencil

* Hole punch

* Fishing line

What you do:

1. Overlap tissue squares
as “flames” on the trans-
parency.

2. “Paint” glue (thinned with
water) over the squares.

3. Fold construction paper in
half. Write out Acts 2:4 at
the top, by the fold.

4. Poke the hanger through
the middle of the fold.

5. On the white paper, write
“Holy Spirit” in English,
Spanish (Espiritu Santo),
French (L'esprit Saint), etc.

6. Cut our a flame pattern
and trace it on the back
of the transparency.

7. Cut out flames and glue
the “Holy Spirit” names
on them.

8. Thread fishing line through

a hole atop each flame and
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tie flames onto the hanger.




IT°S NOT OVER!

Jesus’ task was completed. He said so: “It is finished,” and “He bowed His head and gave up His spirit” (John
19:30). The body was taken down from the cross and buried. Didn’t everyone think it was all over? The Master
was dead and buried. What else could they think? Then came that unbelievable morning at the tomb when the
body was nowhere to be found and the slow realization that Jesus had indeed risen from the dead, “just as He
said” (Matthew 28:6).

Disbelief turned to joy when Jesus came to them, and “He showed them His hands and feet...and ate [a piece of
broiled fish] in their presence” (Luke 24:40-43). Just as before, He taught them. He told them again what He
had told them before, but now “He opened their minds so they could understand the Scriptures” (Luke 24:45).
The disciples must have listened with new ears as they took in all Jesus told them in those days following His mi-
raculous Resurrection.

Then Jesus took them out to a remote area, blessed them, and “was taken up into Heaven” (Luke 24:51) before
their eyes. Joyfully they went back home and waited — waited for the gift Jesus had promised would come to
them. One day with wind and fire the Holy Spirit came, bringing power and authority to those men Jesus had
commissioned to “go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything [He had] commanded [them]” And He added His
promise, “And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age” (Matthew 28:19-20).

The book of Acts tells the story of what happened as those disciples, armed with Jesus’ promise to be with them,
started in their own community and then branched out into all nations, preaching and teaching, baptizing others,
performing miracles in Jesus’ name, facing persecution and death for the sake of the Gospel.

The book of Acts ends after 28 chapters, but the work is not over. The story goes on through the lives and witness
of the thousands of Christians who have picked up the task where the first disciples left off. Your story may never
be written down for other Christians to read, but those around you are seeing it unfold. They are hearing you
speak the Gospel message; they are recipients of the good deeds you do in the Lord’s name; other workers for the
Gospel are equipped by your financial and prayer support; they take notice of the stand you take in defense of
Truth over the lies with which Satan would blind the world. No, it’s not over. We have the privilege of carrying
on Jesus’ work till He comes again to take us to Himself, saying, “Well done, good and faithful serv-
ant!” (Matthew 25:21)
