“Of course!” is the church’s cry. Humans have noble intentions, always have had, but do not achieve. We
need God, and a three dimensional, living God. Not a message — heard it, memorized it, know it, done with it. We
need a living, intimate, ongoing relationship with God, and the three dimensions of Creation, Christ, Community!

There is no peace and justice if stuck indoors. We must get out into the wonders of our Father’s creation
and immerse ourselves in the intricacy of the atom to the grandeur of the galaxies, hear the sound of the birds,
smell the rain, see the glorious colors of rich blooms, feel the underside of a leaf, and contemplate the taste of
freshly picked fruit.

There is no love if stuck on texting. We need the personal encounter of a Christ who became human-
whose last act with his disciples was to wash their feet. True relationships demand confronting those who betray
and deny us, but doing so in the context of loving their feet. Only Jesus gives us such love and empowers us to
love and forgive as he loves us.

There is no community if stuck on Facebook. All the latest information on Google, all the facts that sup-
port one’s own viewpoint, and all the conversations with the like-minded have the ironic result of creating divi-
sion more than agreement. We need God’s Holy Spirit to breathe joy, peace, and love into us for others, and in
seeking those who live and think differently from us.

Reach beyond the stars! Receive what is already among us! Creation, Christ, Community! Live and grow
this truth of God as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit in actions beyond only knowing! Indoors, texting, and Face-
booking will not fill our soul. That is why Grace has these ministries that bring us outside, exploring faith, and
gathering with others. Crossways Camp! Outdoor Worship! Service trips! Local gatherings and activities! Our
hope is not in science fiction, our hope is in a living God among us who invites us into Creation, Christ, and Com-
munity!

: Therefore My Brothers

| A few short weeks ago, the Christian Church began the season of Lent by observing Ash
- Wednesday. Perhaps you knelt at the altar as your forehead was marked with ashes. You
.~ heard the words, “You are dust and to dust you shall return.” This rite serves to remind us of
- our beginning: that God created man from the dust of the earth. It also foretells our ending:
that our mortal bodies will die and decay. It is a solemn moment; in truth, all of Lent is sol-
emn. Yet, every Christian holds in his heart a secret the world needs to know: “The sting of
death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, Who gives us the victory
through our Lord Jesus Christ” (1 Corinthians 15:56-57). That is the message of Easter: through Christ we have
won the victory! We wept through the night of sorrow, but morning has come and with it the joy of the morning
of eternal life (Psalm 30:5b).

We remain on earth, waiting for the fullness of that joy that will be ours when we are in Heaven with the Savior.
We are not idle while we wait, however. After his glorious pronouncement of this victory over death, the Apostle
Paul continues, “Therefore my beloved brothers, be steadfast, immovable, always abounding in the work of the
Lord, knowing that in the Lord your labor is not in vain” (1 Corinthians 15:58). These are orders for all God’s
servants, the “beloved brothers.” First, “Be steadfast.” Day in and day out, not just on Sunday, but every day, all
day, we are steadfast, putting the work of the Lord first, keeping uppermost in our minds that all we do is done in
His strength and for His glory. At our work and in our homes, we remember that we “are serving the
Lord” (Colossians 3:24).

We are “immovable.” We don’t get sidetracked. In his Gospel, Luke takes his readers along on Jesus’ journey to
Jerusalem. Like the Israelites traveling through the desert, Jesus’ trip was not a straight line and it included many
stops (although not for the same reasons), but as faithful as God was to deliver His chosen people, so “immovable”
was Jesus on His way. We, too, have a goal: to travel to eternal life doing the Lord’s work on our way. We are
“immovable” in our desire to practice faithful stewardship on our journey, and God is faithful to go with us on that
journey.

By God’s grace through which He enables and equips us, we can “always [abound] in the work of the Lord.” By
God’s grace, we overflow with good works. We are eager and willing to give of ourselves and our resources that
His work might be done. Even when we get discouraged, we don’t quit, because we know “that in the Lord [our]
labor is not in vain.”

Thank You For Your Response For
The Congo!

Grace is playing a pivotal role in the rural area
of the Katanga Province of the DR Congo. Having
heard the details of this project, the Grace Church
Council challenged us with a goal of $5,000. Grace
raised a total of $3,332 ! Thank you very much. This
total includes the March Special Offering, the Sunday
School offering, and the $1,606 from the Church La-
dies Diner.

Pastor Chuck Fluegel from our Synod has
worked in development projects for Lutheran World
Federation (LWF) in Madagascar and Bangladesh.
After several visits by Fluegel to the Congo, the Bish-
op of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of the Congo
(ELCCo) has invited him to develop a program for the
ELCCo to train women in their rural villages so that
they can train others on malaria nets, the control of
diarrhea, and improve nutrition. Though short of
funds to start new projects, Fluegel is in conversation
with Europe (LWF) and our ELCA and they are ex-
pressing willingness to support and expand this pro-
ject if he can do the hard leg work both of building
relationship and trust with ELCCo and developing the
curriculum and delivery system for training in the
rural areas.

Grace’s response is motivating other church-
es! Pastor Fluegel is very close to having enough of
the $33,000 needed so that he can leave in May to
begin this project during their dry season. Many,
many lives are likely to be greatly improved in huge
ways because of your response!

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Living in Myanmar

Myanmar (formerly known as Burma) is a country in
southeast Asia in between China, Thailand and India.)

Living in Myanmar is unlike anything I have ever
experienced. Each day I am faced with amazing kind-
ness, breathtaking beauty, and surprising challenges.

I am currently teaching kindergarten at the Interna-
tional School of Myanmar. Most of the students at my
school are Myanmar children, but we do have students
from all over the world... Japan, China, Australia, Italy,
and the list goes on and on. In many ways, my school
life is very similar to school in the United States, but it
is a challenging task to work with a room full of stu-
dents who speak English as their second language. My
biggest challenge is trying to work with the language
barrier. Luckily, I am fortunate to have two wonderful
teaching assistants who are both from Myanmar. They
are a huge help with making sure my instructions are
understood, filling me in on cultural differences, and
being the connection to the parents and other family
members who are not able to understand English.

Outside of school, life is very different. Myanmar
appears to be "living in the past". Things that I got ac-
customed to in the United States such as reliable inter-
net, fast food, and connection to the media are nonex-
istent here. Life here is a mix of modern and tradition-
al ideas coming together. In one 10 minute drive
through the city you can see amazing Buddhist tem-
ples, a line of monks walking silently down the street,
shopping malls, women walking in tattered clothing
with huge trays of food on their heads, and flashy bill-
boards advertising hip hop concerts. It is very interest-
ing the way the old and new ideas blend together to
form a very unique country.

I have only 9 weeks left in this fascinating coun-
try. My departure from here will be bittersweet. I am
definitely excited to return home and see my family
and friends, but I will miss this magical place of myste-
rious foods, customs, and traditions. This experience
has been absolutely amazing. I have learned so much
about the culture, the people, and about myself. I feel
so blessed that I was given this opportunity and I can-
not wait to see where life's next adventure will take
me.

President Steve Heikkinen distributed final copies of the agenda and opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

As a commentary on leadership, Patti led devotions using an observation of the migratory behavior of geese as an
example of cooperation and caring among a group. Each bird depends on the uplift of air created by the bird
ahead of it in order to maintain loft and position within the V formation, thus the need for formation; the trade-
off of leadership; the fact that, when a bird is ill or disabled, two others follow it down to earth and remain with it
until it can return to the flight; the honking of the birds in the rear of the formation to perhaps encourage those
ahead. Briefly, the geese’ natural instinct is to work together. She closed the devotional segment with a prayer
alluding to the obvious parallels between the geese and humans in their need for teamwork in order to uplift each
other and “stay in formation.”

Incidents of “where God has been seen at work at Grace” included the positive response by children to Pastor Re-
becca’s sermon on Sunday, April 10, that Patti reported carried over into Sunday School that morning. Pastor
Rebecca cited the helpful and caring actions by persons from the congregation when her voice failed during wor-
ship. Also included were the successes of the Church Ladies Diner and the many Lenten soup meals.

A motion was made and seconded by Patti Gaedtke/Judy Juedes to approve the minutes of the March 10, 2011
Council meeting. Motion carried.

Treasurer Pam Kopp reported paying two large bills this month: $1,130 for the 2012 offering envelopes; and $1,
295 for the Grace Lutheran link on the new Tomahawk Chamber of Commerce website. A motion was made and
seconded by Sheila Marquardt/Patti Gaedtke to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried. Pam then
asked Council’s advice concerning which fund to use for payment of a bill for approximately $200 for the recent
Augsburg Choir dinner. A motion was made and seconded by Judy Juedes/Carly Wahl to pay this bill from the
Undesignated category under Restricted Funds. Motion carried.

Pastor Mark highlighted portions of his report that had been distributed earlier, beginning with the need for ide-
as and help with the update of Grace’s website, including a need for a video. He said that the Synod website is
updated each quarter.

Pastor emphasized the importance of camping for all ages, citing the need for fellowship, creation, service, play,
and relationships. He said that the current popularity of camps is mostly centered on sports, and pointed out the
lasting value of Bible-related camping experience.

Although he is unable to attend because of previous commitments, Pastor said that Karen Torkelson and possibly
others plan to attend the Global Mission Gathering in Park Ridge, Illinois, May 6 & 7. He also said that April 15
will be the last day to sign up at a reduced cost for the Ubunto... Companion Synod & Global Mission Workshop
at Pine Lake Camp, Waupaca, on May 12. (Cost after April 15 will be $25.00.) Rev. Brian Konkol, ELCA Mission-
ary in South Africa, will be the keynote speaker at Ubuntuu...

Pastor highlighted the upcoming Ali Amr concert at Grace May 25 at 7:00 p.m., pointing out this extraordinary
musician’s international acclaim.

He discussed developments in the Lekubu relationship, mentioning that Calvary Lutheran in Merrill is matched
with one of the three congregations that make up the Lekubu Lutheran parish and will possibly participate in
Grace’s monthly phone call to Lekubu to share prayer concerns,

Pastor Mark announced that the new copier is in place in the church office. Its use will be limited to the office
staff and trained persons. The small copier for general use is still in place.

Pastor Rebecca reported that she attended the First Call Colleague Group monthly meeting today (April 14), and,
with other local ELCA pastors, attended a listening session at Hope Lutheran in Ladysmith on April 11.

She said that Confirmation students will not meet during Holy Week, but are strongly encouraged to attend wor-
ship services during the week. Along with youth and chaperones, she will attend the Quake in Wisconsin Dells
April 29-May 1.

Pastor said that new members will be welcomed at a “Meet the Staff” get-together on Sunday, May 1, at 4:00 p.m.
The new members will be received May 29.

Pastor Rebecca thanked everyone for a successful “Church Ladies Diner,” and said that it raised a total of $2,906.
$1,300 will go toward debt retirement, and $1,606 will go to Pastor Fluegel’s DR Congo mission. Pastor said that,
added to what had been raised earlier, the total raised for Pastor Fluegel’s mission is at least $3,706. Pastor
Ziemer noted that this amount probably “puts the project over the edge” toward success, meaning that other sup-
porters will likely now be inspired to make up the difference toward the total need.

Under Old Business, Steve called attention to some changes in the Council calendar, noting that the Outdoor
Worship will begin Memorial Day weekend and end the Sunday of Labor Day weekend. Since the summer
months contain little scheduling, it was decided to have a Council picnic (cook-out) on July 14, include families
for the picnic at 5:30 p.m., and follow with the regular July Council meeting.

Under New Business, a sign-up sheet for serving the congregational Easter breakfast was distributed for members
to choose between 5:00-6:30 a.m. (set-up and assist cooks) and 6:30-8:00 a.m. (serve and clean-up). Al Over-
haug and Don Halverson will oversee the food preparation. Steve asked for volunteers to set up and decorate ta-
bles on Saturday at 9:00 a.m.

It was moved and seconded by Patti Gaedtke/Carly Wahl to approve the interview committee’s hiring of Sarah
Mann for the Secretary Support position. Motion carried unanimously. Sarah’s schedule will be somewhat flexi-
ble. She will work Tuesdays and Fridays — beyond that “as needed.”

It was moved and seconded by Sam Bourassa/Sheila Marquardt to approve, with regret, the release of Mike and
Debra Richardson of Cadott, Wisconsin from Grace Lutheran Church membership. Motion carried.

Patti Gaedtke expressed enthusiastic personal interest in The Lutheran magazine and asked if the church could
consider purchasing more copies than just enough for Council, perhaps at least enough for Sunday School teach-
ers and committee members. Patti was asked to check further on price breaks available to congregations.

Pastor Mark spoke concerning Grace’s response to the recent Merrill tornado victims. He said that Hillside Fel-
lowship Church in Merrill is organizing manual help. Monetary aide can be given to the Salvation Army (checks
made out to Salvation Army Merrill Tornado Fund). There will be publicity and instructions via the weekend bul-
letin and the “noisy collection” will be directed toward this need. Pastor urged that aide and materials be volun-
teered through the approved providers since random help and materials can simply overwhelm the on-site work-
ers.

After twenty years in the position, Pam Kopp announced that she is resigning from her role as Grace Lutheran
Church Treasurer, effective June 30, 2011. She has agreed to assist in making the transition to a new treasurer as
smooth as possible, and was asked to formulate a Job Description. Steve will notify the Personnel Committee, the
position will be advertised, and an interview committee established.

During the Council Education segment, Steve led a thoughtful discussion based on the review questions at the
close of the first chapter of the book Council is reading this year, Beyond Maintenance to Mission, A Theology of
the Congregation, by Professor Craig L. Nessan, Dean at Wartburg Theological Seminary, Dubuque, Iowa. The
chapter discussed the practices of kerygma, koinonia, and diakonia in a congregation, and listed the nine

There will be a meeting on Wednesday, May 11, at 5:00 p.m. at the church for all persons interested in volunteer-
ing to help with the needs for Outdoor Worship this summer, e.g., music, advertising, equipment, etc. Lisa El-
liott and Mary Wilke will be available to answer questions.

Steve passed around a thank-you note to Grace from Bishop Justman and the East Central Synod Council for the
following in 2010: Regular Mission Support: $15,000; World Hunger: $60.00; LWR: $282.00; Haiti Earth-
quake (Relief): $2,369.30; Synod Assembly Offerings: $617.00. Total 2010 contributions to all funds:
$18,328.30.

It was moved and seconded by Sam Bourassa/Sheila Marquardt to adjourn. Motion carried.

The meeting closed at 9:10 p.m. with the Lord’s Prayer.
